
·   The Automated Weather Observation System (AWOS - Pictured right) 
is placed just to the west of the Glide Slope Antenna (orange and white 
antenna). The remainder of the  AWOS antenna, phone line installation, 
and weather computer will be installed this month. The AWOS should 
be running in test mode on a frequency of 124.15 MHz by the first week 
in July. The AWOS will broadcast altimeter setting, wind data, 
temperature, dew point, density altitude, visibility, and cloud/ceiling 
data.  

·  The Golf-Papa corporate hangar is complete with the new tenants moved in. The outside landscaping is 
not yet complete until the sewer extension project is open trenched across the entrance of the hangar.  

·  The sewer extension project will be started in late June. The contract has been awarded and the notice to 
proceed signed. Land Corporation will be laying the new extension from County Road 427 along the south 
side of County Road 60 to the main terminal.  

·  New T-hangar row F is nearing completion. The building is in place, electricity provided, and asphalt to be 
laid in the middle of June. The building will be ready for occupancy July 1st. T-hangar row F is the third 
hangar to be completed in the last year and a half. If you would like to 
inquire into upgrading to a new T-hangar with electric bi-fold doors please 
contact Wade Troth ph: 927-88776.

·  The Instrument Landing System (ILS) is nearly complete. The FAA 
contractors (J. Schouten Const.) are waiting for a NDB antenna to be placed 
at the Compass Locator. Currently the FAA tech support staff are on field 
testing the equipment and making adjustments. Once the NDB antenna is 
installed the ILS will be flight checked and drafted for publication. Once 
published (likely in August) the ILS will be commissioned for general use.  

·  The DeKalb County Board of Aviation has closed on another property 
needed for the crosswind runway. The property is located at 6278 County 
Road 27 and is about 5 acres with a residential improvement. The residence 
is available for rent and is a ranch style house with 3 bedrooms, a full 
basement, a fire place, two car garage, and a large patio/deck. If anyone 
may be interested in renting the residence please contact Wade Troth at 
927-8876.
