Happenings at DeKalb County Airport

The DeKab County Airport Sewer Extension Project is currently underway. The new gravity flow sewer
extension will be constructed from an existing sewer line on

the West side of County Road 427 along the South side of

County Road 60 to the Glenn T. Rieke Terminal . The new

sewer extension will allow the DeKalb County Airport to stop

using septic holding tanks which needed emptied roughly once

aweek. Pictured right is arough estimate of the location of the

new sewer piping.

The new Golf-Papa Corporate hangar is now fully operational.
The 135’ by 110’ building will be housing 4 to 6 larger aircraft.

Tenants are now moving into new T-hangar row F. The new T-
hangar row isthe latest row of 6-unit T-hangars. The new
building features increased security lighting outside, high
output florescent lighting inside, and a solid asphalt approach
to facilitate space between hangars. New T-hangar row F is
pictured right.

A new Conference room and Airport Manager’ s office was
built in the Glenn T. Rieke Terminal. The new Conference
room and office are located on the west end upstairs of the
terminal. The old conference room is now occupied by Mid-
America Avionics.

The Board of Aviation Commissioners approved port-a-johns
to belocated at each T-hangar area. Thefirst port-a-johnis
located on the North side of hangar A and the second is located
between hangar F & G on the North side (pictured right).

SpaceShipOneYieds Civilian

Astronaut

History was made June21, when 63 year-old Scaled Compos-

ites test pilot Mike Melvill became thefirst civilian astronaut

as he piloted SpaceShipOne to arecord altitude of 328,491

feet - some 62.5 miles above the Earth, which qualifies as

space. SpaceShipOne took off from Mojave Airport in Califor-

nig, carried to its 46,000-foot launch altitude by its mother

ship “White Knight.” At that height, Melvill fired a rocket

motor for a burn of about 80 seconds, shich accelerated him

instantly to 3G’s. He reached Mach 2.9 going straight up. Af-

ter arching through the top of histrgectory, he glided back to

Earth, initialy in ahigh drag mode. On reentry to the atmos-

phere, he reconfigured the space plane’ s wings as a high-tech

glider. The historic flight was marred by a control failure

which could have been lethal and may delay an attempt to win

the $10 million X-prize for the first demonstration of areus-

able, three-passenger spacecraft. As SpaceShipOne climbed, one of the actuators controlling pitch and roll apparently failed and the ship rolled
some 20 miles off course. The deviation caused Melvill to miss histarget altitude of 360,000 feet, but he did reach 328,491 feet - just above the
62.5 mile altitude that defines space. (SpaceShipOne attached below White Knight pictured above).
